3. Ensure that the correct voltage and sufficient current are provided. Do not use the amplifier under outside the range of below
and above 10% of the rated voltage.

4. Stereo: When using stereo mode, the mode switch is set to STEREO, and the signals are input from CHA and CHB respectively.
The outputs correspond to 1+/1- or the corresponding terminals of the quad socket (the red column represents the positive
pole, and the black column represents the negative pole)

5. Parallel: When using parallel connection mode, the mode switch is set to PARALLEL, and the signal only needs CHA input. Both
channels have signals, and the two volume knobs on the panel independently control the output. The output corresponds to
1+/1- or the corresponding terminal of the four core socket (the red column represents the positive pole, and the black column

represents the negative pole)

6. Press and hold the selected mode to lock the setting. Press and hold a mode button to unlock.
